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The circumference is the
distance around the
outside edge of a circle.

The diameter is twice
the radius.

A chord is a line that joins
two points on the
circumference. A chord
does not go through the
centre (0).

An arc is part of the
circumference.

A segment is part of a
circle separated by a
chord.

A sector is similar to a
‘slice’ of a circle.
